Abstract

The media literacy education in our society is regarded as an important part of
civic education. The media is an important basis for promoting democracy, freedom,
and human rights protection. It is also important to enhance the media literacy of
citizens and to ensure the future development of Taiwan. However, with the
explosion of information and culture becoming an industry, creativity is a
commodity, and information seems to be abundant. In fact, there is a lack of depth
and the bias and distortion, such as "fake news" and “truth decay” challenge the
role of media communicator.

This research method adopts the survey method, and students from 70
Universities are selected to examine how they become the insiders of the
gatekeeper from the actual experience learning.

In the media literacy education design and teaching methods, this study will
propose how to teach media education. In terms of teaching methods, this study
will use the courses of "media Literacy" and "mass communication and Everyday
life" taught by Taipei City University as a case to construct a new model of
communication education, encourage interaction between teachers and students,
and walk out of the classroom to experience life as education using innovative and
flexible teaching methods.
